B E F O R E  Y O U  B E G I N

How to use these questions.

One question, one moment.

Drop one of these on a walk or over coffee — never a list. The point is observation, not
interview.

Model first.

Offer your own answer briefly. Then get curious. Don't lead with what you want to hear from
her.

Mirror back.

"What I hear is _____. Did I get that right?" Repetition reveals what you actually understood
— and what you missed.

Keep it light.

End with something simple you can do this week that lines up with what you heard.
Movement, not verdict.

Your check:

Do I feel more myself — steady, clear — after we talk? Or less?

What you're listening for.
Not categories. Patterns.

W O R T H  L E A N I N G  I N

.01 Consistency between her words and her patterns.

W O R T H  W A T C H I N G

.01 Deflecting everything personal.

.02 Contempt toward past people in her life.

.03 "Always" and "never" language in conflict.
